2025 was a year unlike any other.

We opened the doors to our new facility, a long imagined vision made real, and expanded what it
means to be a food pantry. What once was a goal on paper is now a living, breathing hub where
dignity and compassion lead the way. We participated in programs like Healthy Kids Iowa and soft
launched our Community Hub with partners like Project Iowa and Broadlawns WIC, making the
pantry a place of connection, stability, and support.

And while we celebrated milestones, we also faced challenges head on. A government shutdown
and delays in food benefits created uncertainty for many of our neighbors. Once again, the
community met the moment. We adjusted. We adapted. We stayed open. Because hunger doesn’t
pause, and neither do we.

At the heart of everything we accomplished this year are people.

Our volunteers gave more than 20,000 hours of their time, showing up day after day with
compassion, energy, and a belief that this work matters. Staff leaned in behind the scenes, and our
supporters, donors, partners, and advocates, continued to say yes, again and again, to meeting need
with action.

This report tells a story of growth and what’s possible when a community comes together. We are
proud of what we accomplished in 2025 and deeply aware that this work is far from finished.

Thank you for trusting us. Thank you for believing in this mission. And thank you for helping build
something that will serve our community not just for today, but for years to come.
